Several tandem truckloads of large trees, roots and rocks were removed to transition
from the very crude right-of-way to a refined slope from street edge to wall area. At
the street, brick monument entrance walls with stone caps were added.



Using it at the street shows color as
you come down a rather shaded road while also initiating the color
palette of the property.
